For learning the multiplication tables of 2 count two pins
starting from O clockwise and tie the thread around the pin
corresponding to the number 2. Count two more and tie the
thread around the 4, count two more and tie it around 6,
and so on until you reach again the O (that corresponds to
the 10). What do you see? You created a geometrical shape
that you can relate to the multiplication table of 2.
